[image: image1.wmf]Retractable Bollard Integral Lock Fitting Instructions

INSTALLATION

1. Determine position of installation. Recommended distance between centres: 1250mm, maximum 1400mm

2. Break surface 300mm square and bore hole 150 deeper than bollard to be installed.

3. Fill hole with approx. 150mm of 20mm clean chippings. WARNING DO NOT PUT CONCRETE AROUND BASE OF BOLLARD
4. Lower post onto chippings and check height. Lid surround of post should be 5mm above ground level.

5. Add or remove aggregate until desired height is obtained.

6. Withdraw sliding post and manoeuvre into vertical position using spirit level.

7. Add more chippings and tamp down every 150mm until approximately 40mm from surface.

8. Fill remainder of hole with 4:2:1 concrete mix and trowel off neatly to lid surround, leaving slight fall away. Wipe clean lid surround with damp cloth.

9. Finally check again using a spirit level and retract post gently into ground and lock.

10. Leave for 24 hours before operating.

11. Keep upper post clean during installation procedure.

12. ALWAYS LOWER BOLLARD IN CONTROLLED MANNER. DO NOT DROP.

Flush out lubricate lock with WD40 or similar weekly

Always close lock cover plate

Always close lid when bollard has been lowered.

If you do encounter a pipe or cable re-fill and select a new location. If in doubt consult a qualified builder for installation of this product.

· Warning The Telescopic barrier is made of heavy weight steel, to prevent injury to your fingers or hand, please hold the handle at the top of the barrier attaching or removing the pad lock and after removal ensure that the post is slowly lowered into the ground.
